Mix the base component using a spatula and make sure
the product is homogenous.

Mix carefully component A with component B. Use a spatula
for manual mixing, also use a rectangular stick to ensure
products along the walls and the bottom of the can are
properly mixed as well. If needed, pour mixed material in
another can in order to homogenize the two components
mix.

Use the resin within 15 to 20 minutes after mixing the
2 components. Slowly pour the mixed product onto the
substrate.

You can usually de-mold your project in 8 hours but a full
cure can be obtained in 7 days.

No, once the two parts are mixed, they must be used.
